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Agreement for Academic Cooperation

In recognition of the growing importance of cooperation between university and the local community, the
Department of English Linguistics and Philology, Faculty of Arts, Shinshu University and Matsumoto
Agatagaoka High School enter into the present Agreement for Academic Cooperation.

1. The purposes of this Agreement are:

The Agreement will be reviewed by both
institutions at the end of the one-year term.
