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Abstract : Safe drinking water is the most concerning problem in USA after the USEPA report of tri-
halomethane in 1974. After the issues of Safe Drinking Water Act and Surface Water Treatment Rule
(SWTR), slow sand filtration is refocused and is rediscovered. Slow sand filtration meets SWTR best avai-
lable technology requirements. American Water Works Association organized a workshop on slow sand
filtration at Salem, Oregon in September 1994. This is an outline of present trend on slow sand filtration in
