F. Scott Fitzgerald (1896-1940) is renowned for his iconic American canon novel, The Great Gatsby (1925). The Great
Gatsby is ranked as the top American novel out of the Modern Library’ s 100 20th century’ s English language novels.
His second novel, Tender is the Night is ranked 15th in this list, but sometimes evaluated the best among his oeuvre
by some scholars. Roughly speaking, general readers prefer The Great Gatsby while academic readers prefer Tender Is
the Night. In this course we will read The Great Gatshy .

The primary course activity is to read precisely and analyze closely The Great Gatsby, arguably the greatest U. S.
novel, and the related materials. We are to read through the novel and some articles throughout V and VI. Students
must make presentations and discuss the materials in class, and are highly recommended to speak in English.

James Joyce (1882-1941), an Irish-born novelist who lived most of his adult life outside Ireland, is one of the
most prominent 20th century authors in the world. He contributed to modernist avant-garde movement through his
representation of modern lives by innovative literary techniques such as stream of consciousness

Dubliners is a collection of his early fifteen short stories published in 1914. They present a naturalistic
depiction of Irish middle class life in Dublin, the Irish capital, in the early years of the 20th century

Dubliners will be taken up in this course. The primary course activity is to analyze precisely some of the
short stories, along with the instructor’ s explications and class discussion. Students must read and discuss
the material in class and are highly recommended to speak in English. Incidentally, this course is recommended
for every student because the English itself is not very tough
