1. Application documents will not be accepted unless all required documents will be submitted.
2. Applicants may use a computer to fill in the designated application forms.
3. Before preparing the field of “First Choice of Desired Supervisor” on the Application Checking Sheet, applicants must make sure the following.

Applicants must contact the desired supervisor in advance to discuss your desired research field, etc. and get approval. 
You might be rejected if you submit application documents without the approval. 

4. Submitted documents cannot be revised/replaced once application procedure begins.
5. Application documents cannot be returned under any circumstances.
6. The examination fee unpaid during the payment period and the incomplete documents are unable to be accepted.
7. The paid examination fee cannot be returned after application documents are accepted.

11. Security Export Control (for international students)
